IMET2000-PAL in cooperation with An-Najah National University Hospital organized three 
activities in art therapy this month for children with cancer. The first activity on the 16 of June , 
2019 was for children with cancer and chronic diseases. This unique program provides children 
with a safe space to heal and gives them a voice to express and share stories. On 23 of the 
same month a second activity was held.
